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SHOWING MOVIES

CEC’s copyright policy requires that all movies have a public performance license.  Many of the videos in the Briarcliffe College Library collection come with public performance rights.  But many of the popular movies do not have the public performance rights.  For this reason, CEC has a subscription to Swank, a licensing agent.

Through the Swank website (accessible through the faculty portal), you can determine if the movie you would like to show is covered under Swank’s license and then record the usage.  Any movie usage must be recorded the same day it is shown.

Alternatively, you can fill out the Copyright  Clearance form which is available at the library, in Academics and on the library’s web site – http://library.briarcliffe.net – under Instructor Resources.  Submit the completed form to the library – BriarcliffeLibrary@bcl.edu.  The library staff will determine if the movies you would like to show have the public performance rights.

How to determine if the movie you wish to show is covered by Swank subscription:
· Log in through the faculty portal.
· Click on Links
· Scroll down to Record Monthly Movie Usage
· Click on Record monthly movie usage
· Click on Movie Search.
· Search for the title of the movie you would like to show
· If the movie title shows up in the search, the movie is covered under Swank’s license and is acceptable for public viewing.  If the title does not show up, it is not covered under Swank and may not be showing without proper permissions.  If this is the case, you can submit a Copyright Clearance Form to the library staff.

Please note:
Be sure that the production date of the movie listed in Swank matches the production date of the movie you would like to show.

Recording video usage:
· Log in through the faculty portal
· Click on LINKS.
· Scroll down to Record Monthly Movie Usage
· There are three links available:
· Record monthly movie usage
· Swank FAQ
· Swank User Training Guide
· To record movie usage, click on the first link, Record monthly movie usage.
· Then click on Movie Search.  Enter the title of the movie you are showing.
· Then click on Select next to the appropriate title.
When you are finished selecting movies to submit, click on the Selected Movies.
· Enter the number of times you have shown the movie.
· Then click on Record School Usage.
